We are open 7:00am-6:00pm. We implement a late
pick up fee policy, which is $25.00 per family for the
first 15mins late and $60.00 thereafter.

Cancellation Policy

Nofification of cancellations for any vacation care
days, must be made two weeks prior to the day that
has been booked. Cancellations after this date will
incur a full fee. This amount will be less your CCS and
recorded as an absent day. Note: Children are
approved up to 42 absence days per financial year,
once used full fees will apply.

Excursions
