\| Cancellation Policy

Nofification of cancellations for any vacation care
days, must be made two weeks prior to the day that
has been booked. Cancellations after this date will
incur a full fee. This amount will be less your CCS and
recorded as an absent day. Nofe: Children are
approved up to 42 absence days per financial year,
once used full fees will apply.

Excursions

e Excursion times are approximate — please
ensure all children are at OSHC by the
scheduled departure time or risk missing the
excursion. Buses cannot wait for children who
arrive after the time listed.

e Children do not need any extra money for
excursions as the cost is included in our fees —
however spending money is allowed on
certain  days.
